He thanked everyone who attended the holiday
assemblies. He mentioned everyone gearing up for exams and 2012-13 registration for incoming
freshmen.

Subject: Optional Military Service Credit

Under both Illinois and Federal Law, IMRF gives individuals the option to purchase additional
service credit for “qualified” service outside the IMRF system. Examples of qualified service
are, participation in an out-of-state pension system, leave of absence, taking a refund and
military service. TRS has options similar to IMRF.

The purchase of military service credit, in particular, for public employees is a benefit designed
to compensate veterans for their service in the armed forces. All converted military service
credit is applied toward the calculation of a member’s IMRF benefits. The attached
“Application for Military Service Credit” outlines the differences in participation between the
[llinois Law and the Federal Law. In order for a school district to give this option to IMRF
employees the Board of Education must adopt a “Resolution to Allow Service Credit for
Military Service”, IMRF form 63A. We currently have a 2-year resolution on file with IMRF.
To update our file, giving employees the option to purchase an additional 2 years, up to a total
of 4 years service credit, the Board of Education must adopt the attached resolution.

While the majority of the cost to purchase the additional service credit is the responsibility of
the employee, there is also a cost to the district. The actual cost is calculated by IMRF upon the
member’s application and is based on a person’s length of military service and their salary as an
IMRF employee. The business office did a sample calculation based on a $45,000 IMRF
salary; the employer contribution resulted in an increase of .0041% to the employer’s rate.

Increasing the purchase of service credit from 2 years to 4 years will continue to honor District
219 employees who have served in the armed forces and give deserving recognition for their
service to our country.

Re: Re-bidding of General Trades, Electrical and Mechanical

On Tuesday, January 24, 2012, we received bids for the Aquatic Center. All of the base bid
amounts for the Aquatic Center total $14,996,241, as compared to the estimated project costs
of $12,638,282. Of these overages, $1.83 million is attributable to the General Trades,
Electrical and Mechanical bids.

As a result, the General Trades, Electrical and Mechanical Trade Packages will be altered to
modify some of the systems and specified items to reduce costs to be more in line with
expectations. A few examples of modifications made to the new bidding documents are:

1. Currently we have specified specific lighting fixtures from specific manufacturers at the
request of school personnel. We need to open up the bidding process and allow more
manufacturers with comparable, high quality fixtures to bid on the project and increase the
competition within the bid.

2. The mechanical documents have been modified to combine the condensing roof top units
with the roof top mechanical units to reduce the amount of piping and have implemented
modifications to the controls to simplify the systems.

3. The General Trades package had several items that can be substituted or entirely
removed. We have simplified some design elements without sacrificing function or
aesthetics.

There will be a pre-bid meeting with all bidders on these trade packages to describe the
modifications and completely explain the new bidding documents. We expect that several of
the lower bidders from each package will re-bid the revised documents and want to make sure



that the modifications we have included to reduce costs are understood and bid on properly.
Bids will be due on February 13, 2012.

Recommendations will be provided to the Facility Committee Meeting on February 16, 2012
and we will write up the decided upon recommendations for the Board of Education to act
upon on February 27, 2012. At that Board meeting, the Board will also formally reject any
General Trades, Electrical and Mechanical bids previously received on January 24, 2012.

The remainder of the Trade Packages are within or below budget. Therefore, we will
recommend that the Board of Education accept these bids at the February 27, 2012 meeting.

Re: Niles West Tennis Air Structure

Based on the results of the bid for a foundation to be constructed for the air
structure coming in at $800,000, which is well over the estimate of $450,000, the
administration recommends that the Board of Education revise the current Request
for Proposal.

One modification to the Request for Proposal will be necessary.

The Tennis Provider will be required to construct an air structure with the
approximate dimensions of 470’ X 118" X 36" high at the center above the ten
(10) new outdoor courts along Oakton Street, west of the Niles West High
School building. The air structure must be flame resistant with proper access
points (code compliant), and must include a heat and inflation unit and proper

lighting. The Tennis provider will provide the necessary underground utilities
and foundation to support the air structure.

With this modification to the Request for Proposal, the total cost of air structure,
inclusive of foundation, will no longer be the responsibility of District 219. It will
be the tennis provider’s responsibility to cover the full cost of the foundation plus
air structure.

Re:  longitudinal budget information of special education programs and services

Please see the attached spreadsheet on longitudinal budget information of special
education programs and services in District 219. In FY2011, the net cost per pupil
(orange row) with an IEP was $13,022 above the per pupil cost of a general education
student. It is important to note that the net cost per pupil with an IEP does not include
costs for general administration, general education services, facility and operational costs,
counseling, social work and psychological services, etc. However, the per pupil with an
IEP cost does include special education salaries, benefits, out of district tuition, special
education equipment and materials, special education transportation, professional
technical services, and staff development.

The FY2011 net cost is a 0.1% increase over the FY2005 net cost per pupil of $13,006.
In other words, since leaving NTDSE six years ago at the end of FY2005, the net cost per
pupil with an IEP has remained the same. This stable net cost per pupil with an IEP is
despite salary increases of approximately 5% per year compounding in both bargaining
units.
