RATIONALE: Polar technology has been used in the District for over 15 years and has provided an
objective way of assessing student performance. It is the goal of the Physical Welfare Department
to provide every freshman student a heart rate transmitter and band. Providing each freshman
their own transmitter with band would eliminate the need of sanitizing between students. In
addition, it would require each student to arrive at class prepared for physical activity by
eliminating the need to apply and remove the transmitter during class time. This would allow
students to spend more time in cardiovascular activity, therefore, increasing time in their target
heart rate zone during a class period.

The additional heart rate monitors were to be assigned specifically to the freshmen class. The
purchase of the 45 Polar E600 and 45 Move Heart Rate Monitors will not be awarded due to
budget constraints (515,633). The Polar Cardio GX System will provide additional assessment and
evaluation of a student’s performance. Using a unique ID, the software will allow each student to
view their heart rate on a screen in comparison to others in the class and be a source of motivation.

For many years, District 219 has had the privilege of accessing physical therapy services and
supports from NTDSE 807. In addition, many District 219 students with severe and profound
cognitive impairments have also received additional support and assistance from one to one
para-educators at the Julia Molloy Education Center. During the 2010-2011 School Year, our
students required services from a .4FTE physical therapist, and 4 one to one para-educators at
the total cost of $161,170. For the 2011-2012 School Year, our students require services from a
AFTE physical therapist and 5 one to one para-educators for a total cost of $198,603.

NTDSE has provided excellent physical therapy services and supports to our students who have
attended the Julia Molloy Education Center.

RECITALS

Pavment for Related Services.

District 219 shall pay NTDSE the total of one hundred ninety eight thousand six
hundred three dollars ($198,603) for the provision of the Related Services. A
detailed breakdown of the cost of each staff member is set forth on Exhibit A
attached hereto. District 219 shall make the payment to NTDSE upon receipt of
the invoice.

Adjustment of Related Services.

NTDSE and District 219 recognize that, from time to time, during the school year
the parties may need to adjust the amount of services provided under this
Agreement. If District 219 believes that it is necessary to adjust the amount of the
Related Services it is receiving, it shall notify NTDSE in writing of the requested
adjustment. Upon receipt of the notice, NTDSE shall evaluate its ability to
accommodate District 219°s request and shall notify District 219 in writing as to
whether it will modify the amount of Related Services it provides. In the event
that the amount of Related Services is increased, NTDSE shall perform an
accounting to determine the amount of the additional payment due from District
219. District 219 shall pay such sum prior to the adjustment in Related Services.
If, however, the amount of Related Services is reduced, the NTDSE staff
member’s obligation to be present at District 219 shall be reduced in accordance
therewith but the payment shall not be reduced unless approved by NTDSE in
writing.

Relationship of the Parties.

Nothing in this Agreement shall be deemed to create any joint venture,
cooperative or partnership between the parties.

For
purposes of this Agreement, “hire” means to employ as an employee or to engage
as an independent contractor, whether on a full-time, part-time or temporary basis.
This provision shall remain in effect during the term of this Agreement, any
rencwal thereof and for a period of one (1) year after termination of this
Agreement. In the event any of the aforestated prohibited activity oceurs, District
219 shall pay NTDSE, not as a penalty, but as liquidated damages, the amount of
Fifty thousand dollars ($50,000). Based upon the difficulty in locating and
employing qualified staff to perform Related Services, the parties hereto agree
that as of the date hereof the liquidated damages amount is a fair and adequate
estimate of the damages that NTDSE shall suffer in the event of breach hereof.
This remedy shall be in addition to any other remedies afforded NTDSE in law or
equity.

This Agreement is for the sole and exclusive benefit of the partics hereto and their
respective successors, and no third party is intended to have any rights hereunder.

Menard Avenue, Morton Grove, Illinois 60053 (“NTDSE"”), and the Board of Education of Niles
Township High School District No. 219, Cook County, Illinois, 7700 Gross Point Road, Skokie,
Illinois 60077 (“District 219™),

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Article VII, Section 10, of the Constitution of the State of Iilinois, and the
Intergovernmental Cooperation Act of 1973, as amended, 5 ILCS 220/1 et seq., authorize units
of local government and school districts to contract among themselves to combine and transfer
powers and functions by intergovernmental cooperation; and

WHEREAS, Section 10-20.12(a) of the School Code of lllinois (School Code), 105 ILCS
5/10-20.12(a}, empowers a school board to admit non-resident pupils to its schools, provided the
district of attendance assesses each non-resident pupi! tuition in an amount at least equal to the
per capita cost of maintaining the schools of the district; and

WHEREAS, Section 14-7.01 of the School Code, 105 ILCS 5/14-7.01, empowers a
school district to permit students with disabilities who are residents of that district and who must
attend school in another district due to their disabilities to pay tuition to that other district in
behalf of such persons; and

WHEREAS, NTDSE and the District 219 have determined that it is in their best and
mutual interests for the District 219 to send students to the programs operated by NTDSE.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises contained in this
Agreement, the parties agree as follows:

1. Term.
Commencing August 24, 2011 through June 13, 2012, District 219 may enroll eligible
students in NTDSE’s LIFE Skills programs. NTDSE may, however, terminate the
services hereunder for any student, if, in the sole opinion of NTDSE, NTDSE's services
are no longer necessary for that student, there is insufficient space at NTDSE for member
district students, or the student’s conduct requires the student’s removal, In the event of
such termination, NTDSE shall reimburse District 219 for any prepaid tuition.




Tuition.

The estimated tuition for each student shall be sixty thousand ninety two dollars
(860,092.00) per year for the regular school year. District 219 shall pay such tuition in
full to NTDSE upon receipt of invoice. Tuition for District 219 students which are
admitted fo NTDSE after the commencement of the school year shall be prorated based
upon the percent of the school year remaining after enrollment. It is understood that
District 219 will be responsible to NTDSE for paying the full year’s tuition for any
student who turns 22 years of age on, or after, January 19, 2012, i.e., during the contract
year. District 219 will pay 50% of the yearly estimated annual tuition ($30,046) for
students who turn 22 years of age on or before January 18, 2012, i.e. during the contract
year. Should unforeseen circumstances occur (such as student death or change of
resident district), NTDSE is not obligated to refund the portion of tuition for the schooi
year that the student will not complete. NTDSE has 16 District 219 students registered
for school year 2011-2012 for a total tuition due of $961,472.00. A list of registered
students is attached. District 219 is required to pay the one hundred dollars ($100.00) per
student NTDSE registration fee. Total registration fees for the 2011-2012 school year
equal $1,600.00.

Services:

NTDSE shall have sole discretion to determine whether a District 219 student is eligible
for Special Education Services based upon the student’s 1EP and such other documents
NTDSE deems necessary, NTDSE shall provide Special Education Services to the
District 219 students enrolled at NTDSE in accordance with the student’s IEP. It shall be
District 219°s responsibility, however, to prepare and maintain a proper and adequate
IEP. NTDSE’s responsibility to provide services shall be limited to Special Education
Services as defined herein. Any other services required of a student shall be the sole
responsibility of District 219.

Challenges to Services Provided.

In the event that there is a dispute arising out of or related to services provided by
NTDSE, District 219 shall be responsible for all costs associated with the defense
thereof, including, but not limited to, attorney’s fees. Moreover, District 219 waives any
and all claims it may have against NTDSE for providing services to any student.

Relationship of the Parties,

Nothing in this Agreement shall be deemed to create any joint venture, cooperalive,
partnership or other relationships between the parties. Neither party shall have the power
to bind or obligate the other except as to the extent expressly set forth in this Agreement.

Indemnification.

District 219 shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless NTDSE, its employecs, agents
and Governing Board members from any and all causes of action, damages, whether to
person or property, costs or losses arising out of or related to the services provided under
this Agreement.

Administrative Procedure: District 219 Provided Netbook Agreement

NTHS District 219 will provide students, as part of their required course materials, a laptop or netbook
computer to use for school. The cost of this device will be covered by student fees over the course of
four-years. Should the student leave NTHS District 219 for any reason other than graduation, the Chief
Technology Officer will offer the student the option to purchase the laptop or netbook at a pro-rated cost
or return the device in full working condition with normal wear and tear.

By accepting the laptop/netbook, pre-installed software and peripherals, the student and parents/guardians
understand and agree to:

e Adhere to NTHS District 219 rules and regulations governing the use of NTHS District 219
computers and network and will comply with all applicable copyright and other regulations
regarding the Hardware and Software - Administrative Procedure 6:235-AP1; and
Not sell, lease or otherwise grant anyone rights to the computer and installed software; and
Provide reasonable care and maintenance of the laptop/netbook; and
Not remove any factory or school label from the machine.

If the laptop/netbook is damaged in any way, the student and/or parents/quardians will be held responsible
for the repairs. Any needed repairs will be addressed on a first come-first served basis at the Help Desk. It
is highly recommended that a laptop/netbook insurance policy be purchased through Student
Insurance Partners. An insurance application may be obtained from the Student Help Desk.

If a student exhibits a pattern of negligence, the Chief Technology Officer reserves the right to report the
student to his/her dean for discipline in accordance with the AUP and make the student and/or
parents/quardians responsible for the full price to replace the device.
