Re: Demographic Study

The updated Demographic Trends and Enrollment Projections for- Niles Township High School
District 219 were completed in December 2009 and are attached. The previous enrollment
projections, which were completed in February of 2006, ultimately proved to underestimate
our actual student population greatly. Given a growing disconnect between the “old”
projections and our “real” experience these updated projections are warranted.

This newly developed demographic study will better predict District 219 student enroliment
including projections for class size. This will allow us to better schedule classroom usage to
maximize classroom efficiency. For example, according to Table 23B (page 48) 2012-2013 the
data indicates Niles West will have 2,724 students. The increase over a three-year period
indicates an additional 99 students. Ultimately, this invites a need for an additional four
classrooms.

The demographics in Niles Township continue to be very dynamic. For instance, Table 5 (page
12) shows the percentage of white students decreased from 59.3% to 47.4%; the percentage of
black students increased from 2.3% to 5.8%; the percentage of Hispanic increased from 5.8% to
9.5%; and the Asian percentage has remained stable from 32.5% to 32.8% (having a high of
32.8% and a low of 30.9%). In our district, these classifications are “gray” as some individuals
self-identify differently then might be expected.

In summary, Dr. Kasarda recommends that we plan based on the “Series B” projections.
Furthermore, we believe these projections to be very helpful in proactively planning to best
serve the community and plan teaching spaces that meet the 21% Century learner.
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Preface

This report describes population, housing and enrollment trends in the
villages and K-8 public school districts that feed into Niles Township School
District 219. It assesses the implications of these trends for future enroliment at
Niles North High School, Niles West High School, and District 219 as a whole.
The report commences with a review and update of housing development and
demographic dynamics for the villages in the study area. Ithen examine the
effects of these dynamics on enrollment changes in the K-8 school districts and
analyze student migration/ transfer patterns and other determinants of observed
enrollment changes. Ialso analyze recent student migration/retention and
transfer data for Niles Township High School District 219 and bring the K-8
district projections to bear on enrollment projections for Niles North High School
and Niles West High School through school year 2024-25.

All enrollment projections will be in the form of three separate series
based on assumptions about future fertility rates, new residential development
(including teardowns and replacement homes), turnover of existing housing, and
resulting family in-migration to the areas served by the respective school
districts. These three series will provide for each high school and District 219

(A) the absolute munimum number of students that may be anticipated, (B) the



muost likely number of students to be expected, and (C) the absolute maximum
number of students that can possibly be foreseen.

In conducting the analysis that follows, I benefited from enrollment
statistics and housing development data provided by administrators at each K-8
school district and District 219. I would like to thank especially Paul O'Malley
and Linda Poulsom, who coordinated data assembly with the other districts. For
their fine assistance and that of all others who contl‘ibuted to this study, I am

most appreciative.



The Study Area

Located approximately fifteen 1;niles from the Loop and twelve miles from
O’Hare, the Niles Township High School District area draws students from nine
elementary districts: Golf School District 67, Skokie School District 68,
Skokie/Morton Grove District 69, Morton Grove School District 70, Niles School
Distrjct 71, Fairview School District 72, East Prairie School District 73, Skokie
School District 73 %4, and Lincolnwood School District 74.

In addition to encompassing all of the village of Lincolnwood,
approximately 90 percent of Skokie lies within the study area as do three-fourths
of Morton Grove and one-third of the village of Niles. Since the area is basically
built out, new single-family construction is limited primarily to teardowns and
replacements. There is also a few scattered condos and townhouses under
development.

Despite relative stability. in village total population sizes, there has been
considerable change in the national origin mix along with aging of traditional
residents. The influx of newcomers from Asia, Latin America and Eastern
Europe has made the study area one of the most ethnically diverse in the nation,

with substantial impacts on Niles Township’s public schools.



Housing and Population Trends

Like many of Chicago’s established suburbs, the Niles Township area
experienced a flurry of new housing construction in the late 1940s and
throughout the 1950s and 1960s. Bureau of the Census data show that during
this period 17,906 homes were built in Skokie; 8,366 in Niles; 6,279 in Morton
Grove; and 3,417 in Lincoinwoc;d (See Table 1). The vast majority of homes

constructed were single-family detached structures containing three or more

- bedrooms. Furthermore, these units were very reasonably priced. Table 2 shows

that as late as 1970 the median value of owner-occupied houses in Lincolnwood
was $45,300, Skokie $36,700, Morton Grove $33,700, and just $31,800 in Niles.

The substantial amount of construction of moderately priced, detached
homes during the 25 years following WWII attracted large numbers of younger
couples with preschool and school-age children to local villages. Moreover,
during this postwar “baby boom” period, most of these couples ilad at least two
children.

Table 3 describes the population trends from 1950 to 2008 for the primary
villages served by Niles Township public schoolé. Between 1950 and 1970,
Skokie increased from 14,832 to 68,627 residents, with most of this growth

occurring during the 1950s. Since 1970, Skokie’s population declined then



modestly rebounded, dipping to 59,432 in 1990 before steadily rising again to
66,620 in 2008.

Niles grew from 3,587 residents in 1950 to 31,432 in 1970 before declining
to 28,284 in 1990, rising to 30,068 in 2000 and slipping back to 28,666 in 2008.
Morton Grove followed a similar path, increasing from 3,926 residents in 1950 to
26,369 in 1970 before falling back to the 22,000 range thereafter. Almost all of
Lincolnwood’s growth took place in the 1950s with its population expanding
from 3,072 to 11,744 during this decade. The village population rose slightly in
the 1960s to 12,929 in 1970 and has fluctuated modestly since with 11,810
residents estimated in 2008.

More important than the total population numbers, however, are the
changes in preschool (under age 5} and school-age populations (i.e., those aged
5-9, 10-14, and 15-19) in the villages. Observe in Table 3 how the preschool and
elementary school-age populations mushroomed in the 1950s, while the middle-
school-age (10-14) and especially the high-school-age (15-19) populations grew
most in the 1960s. Preschool children, which had been growing rapidly in the
1950s, declined considerably in the 1960s, as did those aged 5-9 and 10-14 in the
1970s. High-school-age residents lagged by approximately seven years the
growth and decline patterns of the elementary-school-age populations, with
those aged 15-19 peaking in 1970 in all villages except Niles, which peaked in

1980.



Although the District 219 area was approaching full build-out, a
strengthening Chicago area economy in the mid-1980s, along with declining
mortgage interest rates and a growing number of older, empty-nest households,
led té a surge of housing turnover in the area. This turnover of homes from
older households to younger households (many with preschool and school-age
children) continued throughout the 1990s. Thus, one observes in Table 3 a
growth of the school-age populations in all four villages between 1990 and 20600.
Kindergarten enrollments and births to residents since 2000 suggest that the
preschool population of the villages continued to expand during the past eight
years.

As noted, all of Niles Township is essentially build out. Table 4, showing
annual single-family and multi-family building permits by yeai from 1990
through September 2009 for Lincolnwood, Morton Grove, Niles, and Skokie,
reveals low levels of new single-family housing construction over the past
twenty years. Furthermore, it must be noted that many of these new single-
family units were teardowns/ rebuilds, so net new additions to the area’s single-
family housing stock are now minimal. These replacement.homes (rebuilds) do
tend to have more bedrooms and thus are more likely to house school-age
children, however.

Another significant demographic dynamic is the change in the

racial/ ethnic mix in Niles Township villages. Skokie well represents this shift,



where in 1970, 99 percent of Skokie’s residents were non-Hispanic white. This
percentage dropped to 89 percent m 1980, 78 percent in 1990, and 66 percent in
2000. The fastest growing racial group is Asians, who expanded from just 508 in
1970 to 13,425 in 2000. By 2009, Asian students made up 35 percent of Skokie
District 68, 33 percent of Skokie District 73 ¥z and 44 percent of East Prairie
District 73.

In Niles Township High Schools, Talble 5 shows that non-Hispanic white
students declined from 59 percent of total enroliment in 1999 to 47 percent in
2009. Asians, in 2009, constitute approximately one-third of the District 219
student body.

Table 6 describes the primary language spoken in households in each of
the four primary villages along with the number and percent of households
linguistically isolated as of the 2000 census. Observe that in no Niles Township
village was English the primary language in 60 percent or more of their

households.

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Enrollment Trends and Student Migration

Enrollment patterns in Niles Township elementary school districts
mirrored patterns of new housing development, housing turnover, and family
in-migration to local villages. Following a burst of enrollment growth in the
1950s and early 1960s, enrollment in the elementary school districts briefly
| stabilized and then began to decline precipitously from the late 1960s to the éarly
1980s. For example, Skokie District 68 had an enroliment of 4,216 in the fall of
1965. By the fall of 1975, its enrollment dropped to 2,258 students and on down
to just 1,357 students in 1983-84. After stabilizing near that number through
school year 1987-88, total District 68 enrollment climbed back to 1,793 students
in 1996-97. Enrollment then dropped to 1,511 students in 2006-07, or just over
one-third of what it was forty years earlier, before slowly climbing back to 1,664
students this past fall.

Niles Townshileigh School District 219 enrollment peaked at 8,064
students in 1969. By 1989, overall District 219 enrollment had dropped to just
3,291 students. Total high school enrollment then began a steady rise, reaching
3,991 students in 1994-95, 4,272 students in 1998-99, and 4,788 students in
2003-04. Since then total District 219 enrollment has stabilized at just under this
number. Table 7 presents the Niles Township public school district fall

enrollments for each district from 1971 to 2009,

Determinants of Enrollment Change

School districts are open demographic systems whose growth, stability, or
decline is affected by two factors. The first is the difference between thé size of
the kindergarten (or for the high school district, ninth grade) class that enters
each September and the size of the previous June’s graduating class (either
eighth or twelfth grade). The second is the net migration/ transfer of school-age
children in each district as they progress through the grades over the years.
Special education enrollmeﬁt change will also have an effect if these students are
enumerated separately from students in regular grades.

Tables 8, 9, and 10 show how annual total enrollment change in the
combined elementary districts served by District 219 may be decomposed
annually into these two basic component parts since school year 1996-97.

Table 8 provides the grade-by-grade and year-by-year combined enrollment’ for
the elementary feeder districts between 1996 and 2009. Table 9 decomposes the
annual total enrollment changes into the component parts.

Thus, between September 2008 (school year 2008-09) and September 2009
(school year 2009-10) combined public feeder district K-8 enrollment declined by

18 students (8,263 to 8,245; see Table 8). The 1,047 eighth graders who left the

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public elementary districts in June 2009 (see Table 8) were replaced this
Septemf;er by only 823 kindergarten smdeﬁts, for a net class size difference of
-224. However, between September 2008 and September 2009, 206 more
students migrated into the elementary school districts or transferred from
parochial schools than migrated out of the districts or transferred to parochial
schools. The two figures (-224,+206) sum to the precise 18-student decline
between school years 2008-09 and 2009-10 for the combined elementary school
districts.

Table 10 shows the grade-by-grade, year-by-year migration/ transfer
figures for the combined elementary feeder distric.ts. For example, the 42" at
the bottom of the K-1 column means that as the kindergarten class of school year
2008-09 progressed to the first grade in school year 2009-10, it gained 42
students via positive migration or transfer (see Table 8 where this class grew
from 810 to 852 as it progressed upward one grade level). Conversely, as the
fifth grade class of 2008-09 (972 students) progressed to the sixth grade in
2009-10 (969 students), it declined by 3 students. Summing across the bottom
row of Table 10 gives the K-8 net student migration/ transfer between September
2008 and September 2009, which is +206.

Observe that substantial positive net student migration/ transfer has
characterized the elementary feeder districts since 1996. Thus, as was

documented in the annual decomposition of sources of enrollment change
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presented in Table 9, total enrollment decline in the combined elementary
districts since 1996 have been entirely due to smaller entering kindergarten class
sizes replacing their graduating eighth grade classes.

Appendix A provides the enrollment figures and decomposition of annual
‘enrollment change for each of the elementary feeder districts to Niles Township
High School District 219 along with annual grade-by-grade migration/ transfer
analysis for each elementary school district. The decomposition and
migration/ transfer tables should be interpreted the same as Tables 9 and 10 for
the combined elementary districts.

Tables 11, 12, and 13 show how annual total enrollment change in
District 219 since September 1992 may be decomposed into its component parts.
Table 11 provides the grade-by-grade and year-by-year combined enrollment for
District 219, while Table 12 decomposes the annual total enrollment changes into
their component parts. For example, between September 2008 (school year
2008-09) and September 2009 (school year 2009~10) District 219 enrollment grew
by 11 students (from 4,733 to 4,744; see Table 11). The 1,225 twelfth graders who
left the District in June 2009 (see Table 11) were replaced this September by 1,167
ninth graders, for a net class size difference of ~-58. However, between
September 2008 and September 2009, 69 more students either migrated into the
District, or transferred from private or parochial schools to District 219 than

migrated out of the District, dropped out, or transferred to private or parochial
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schools. Adding the two components together (-58, +69) provides the precise
change in total District 219 enrollment (+11) between September 2008 and
September 2009.

Table 13 describes how net student migration/ transfer (including possible
dropouts} at the high school level was computed from the enrollment data.
Again, the bottom left cell of “55” means that as the ninth grade class of
September 2008 progressed to the tenth grade in September 2009, it gained 55
students (see Table 11 where ninth grade class size in school year 2008-09 was
1,124 and the tenth grade class size in school year 2009-10 is 1,179 students). The
tenth grade class did not change in size as it progressed to the eleventh grade,
while the twelfth grade class was 14 students larger than the previous year's
eleventh grade class. Summing across the bottom row in Table 13, one obtains
+69, which is the net student migration/ transfer gain shown in Table 12,

Tables 14 through 19 show how annual enrollment change at Niles North and
Niles West High Schools may be decomposed into the same component parts

over the past 17 years.

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The Enrollment Future of District 219

The critical question to be addressed now is, what will happen to future
enrollment at Niles North and Niles West High Schools and the District as a
whole? My analysis of trends in births to residents of villages served by
District 219 and their population projections, limited expected new housing
construction (except some condos and teardowns), housing turnover in each
village, student migration/ transfer patterns and pipeline enrollments in the
respective elementary feeder districts to North and West High Schools, lead me
to forecast light shbrt—term enrollment dips at both high schools followed by
modest gains thereafter. Before elaborating these projections, let’s examine the
factors underlying the enrollment forecasts.

Table 20 provides information on the annual number of births to residents
of Lincolnwood, Morton Grove, Niles, and Skokie from 1980 to 2006 (which is
the latest year for which resident birth data are currently available). Note that
since 1999, births to residents of local villages have fluctuated modestly with a
slight overall increase. Niles experienced a bump in 2003 and Skokie in 2006.
These data on birth trends suggest very slight growth in the size of entering
kindergarten classes during the next few years. However, given the high
mobility of village residents in recent years, they are not as good a predictor as in

past decades.
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Assessing the age distribution of residents, we would expect continuing
housing turnover to attract younger households with children. We should also
expect the number of minority families to rise modestly.

Consistent with these expectations, the former Northeastern Tllinois
Planning Commission (NIPC) forecasts modest population and household
growth in the villages. These forecasts through 2030 are provided in Table 21.
The largest absolute and percentage gains in population and households are
forecast to be in Morton Grove.

The burst in the housing bubble is no doubt having a short-term effect on
turnéver, though mid- and longer-term recovery in the local housing should
occur and the corresponding dip in sales prices may make the area more
attractive to younger families while the housing market recovers. Appendix B
presents home sales and median price of sales for zip code areas in District 219
by quarter from 2004 through the second quarter of 2009. These figures nicely

illustrate the collapse in home sales and prices during the past two years.
